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The March 2010 Earthquake Response Team Trip

Most of us already had our airline tickets for the March trip when
the earthquake occurred. This was to be a mission unlike any other.
Dr. Doug, an ER physician, was accompanied by seven nurses, two
dentists, several assistants, two clean water technicians, and phar-
macy workers. We split our days between the World Harvest
Church and Orphanage and our Mariani Clinic.

The ride from the airport to the guest house was quite dismal.
Several buildings were collapsed, and most all had major damage.
People were waiting in long lines for aid. The tarp cities were a sight
to behold; hundreds scattered in any available space, each tent city

containing hundreds of displaced Haitians.

Our mission went extremely well with over 2500 patients seen.
Our nurses inoculated 1500 for Diphtheria, and Tetanus. We dis-
tributed medicine and food. Dr. Allen and Dr. Ken examined 317
patients, pulled 177 decayed teeth, and we distributed dental kits of

toothbrushes and toothpaste.

Ed Mayer got the clean water system up and running. This system
makes the water safe for all to drink. We distributed over 1200

gallons of water that week alone.
